Installation

Process

A fully defined ceiling layout plan forms
the foundation of any first-class installation.

Set up substructure

Once the RAPID'FIX® or Knauf CD-Profiles
substructure has been set up and levelled,
the airtight tape must be applied to ensure
airtightness. This applies to all components
of the suspension system.

Ceiling panel installation

The ELEGANZA panel and fixing rings are
then securely screwed to the substructure
at suitable intervals.

Acoustic Joint Filler first layer

The initial layer of ELEGANZA Acoustic Joint
Filler is applied to all joints and fixing points,
ensuring they are flush with the surface of
the panel.

Acoustic Joint Filler second layer

After the initial layer of joint filler has dried,
a second layer should be uniformly reapplied
to the same areas. This layer must overlap
the previous one, ensuring every joint and
fixing point is adequately filled.

Acoustic Joint Finish

The ceiling is primed to align with the
ELEGANZA Silent Plaster using the third jointing
layer, achieved with the ELEGANZA Acoustic
Joint Finish. This levelling compound must be
applied more broadly than the underlying layer.

Silent Plaster

Finally, ELEGANZA Silent Plaster is applied

in two cross coats for a high-quality finish.
The airless application process ensures

the delivery of an exceptional surface coating.
